S residency, will not be eligible for the award. Due to funding limitations, apphcants who have spent
- significant periods of study outside Bangladesh or who have recently received a major U.S. government
grant must wait five years before applying for a senior Fulbright award. Only in extremely rare

circumstances will an -applicant who has previously received a Fulbright Visiting Scholar grant be
awarded a second grant.

Grant benefits for the Visiting Scholar program include related expenses, a stipend, and the cost of the
grantee’s roundtrip air tickets. The grant also includes a monthly allowance for onie dependent only, and
only if that dependent will spend at least 80% of the grant perlod with the grantee. Ifa grantee receives a
nine-month grant, a dependent will be eligible to receive an air ticket only if she/he remains with the
grantee at least 80% .of the time. Upon successful completion of the grant, all grantees are requxred
to report to the American Center and submit their research findings in writing.

The deadline for submitting the online application and all required documents is Sunday, November 17,
2013. After a review of proposals, short-listed candidates will be called for interviews.
